There are three dimensions to Christian spirituality, and these three dimensions are symbolized in the cross. 

The vertical dimension of Christian spirituality, symbolized by the vertical beam of the cross, represents the relationship we have 
between yourself and God ñabove.ò  Itôs the above part is why we call it ñvertical,ò even though God is in others and inside ourselves 
as well.  People with a high vertical spirituality carry a tall cross, and invest most of their spiritual effort on improving or maintaining 
their relationship with God by praying regularly, going to Mass, learning more about God, and/or participating in religious events, 
rituals and traditions. 

The horizontal dimension of Christian spirituality, symbolized by the horizontal beam of the cross, represents the way your faith 
motivates you to treat other people.  People with a high horizontal spirituality carry a wide cross, and are always recognizing others in 
need, helping out, treating people with respect and kindness, and stick up for the underdog. They actively form a strong moral 
conscience about whatôs right and whatôs wrong, whatôs noble and true. 

The internal dimension of Christian spirituality represents the ways your faith helps you deal with the stuff inside. People with a high 
internal spirituality invest most of their spiritual effort in coping with emotional issues, past hurts, and lifeôs ups and downs. People 
with a strong internal dimension often have hope even when things donôt go well. They donôt give up easily, and they calm down 
more quickly when they get frustrated or angry.

On August 17th, pastors and representatives from St. Mary of the Lakes, along with 
the other parishes in our cohort: Holy Eucharist in Tabernacle, St. Isaac Jogues and 
St. Joan of Arc in Marlton, and St. John Neumann in Mt. Laurel, met to discuss our 
second response to the Diocesan Planning Commission.  

Commission recommendations included: 

1. Consider eventual unlinking of St. Isaac Jogues and St. John Neumann (as they currently have a 
common pastor) 

2. Consider collaboration with the established Hispanic ministry in Mt. Holly. 

3. Explore more flexibility in RE program concerning where the family is registered and consider sharing 
resources. 

4. Target evangelization and marketing strategies. 

5. Consider sharing more ministries, especially with St. John Neumann.  

6. Consider combining into one (or two) collaborative Youth/Young Adult Ministry initiatives with a 
shared Youth Minister. 

7. Explore marketing strategies for the two schools as well as the RE programs. 

The Cohort agrees with the Commission on recommendations 2-7. 

In response to Recommendation 1: 

In a conversation between Father Phil Pfleger (pastor of St. Isaac Jogues [SIJ] and St. John Neumann 
[SJN]) and Father Dan Swift (Cohort 3 chair) and in a conversation between Father Pfleger and 
Monsignor Rich LaVerghetta (member of the Planning Commission), Father Pfleger stated that due to the 
time, effort and great progress made in linking SIJ and SJN, unlinking these parishes would be 
detrimental (and considered pointless) to both parishes. The Cohort appreciates the Planning 
Commissionôs recognition of the financial and demographic stability of these parishes; however, looking 
into the future, we believe the shortage of pastors does not support unlinking these two parishes. 

We also ask that the Commission not lose sight of our recommendation to reevaluate pastorsô 
responsibilities, transferring temporal response to parish business administrators.
