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John Paul Kasperowicz has been leading retreats at St. Mary of the 
Lakes for the past 12 years. Currently Director of Faith Formation at 
Sacred Heart Church in Philadelphia, and with a background in Youth 
Ministry, he travels the tristate area offering retreats for the young 
Church. Much of his style is to draw on his personal life experience, 
sharing how he was raised ñunchurchedò and how meeting his wife 
lead him on a journey of intentional discipleship for the past 26 years.   

During the retreat, 
he incorporates his 
love of music to 
engage the teens, 
teaching them 
such Christian 

songs as In My Fatherôs House and Spirit of God, 
stressing the importance of prayer and how to develop a 
strong prayer life, explaining that prayer is simply a 
conversation with God. He also stresses the importance 
of knowing and reading the Bible, advising that ñwhen you say that God doesnôt speak to you, perhaps it 
means you are not reading the Bible, which is God speaking directly to us.ò    

JP asks teens to read Bible passages out loud that are illustrated on 
the LCD screen to help them to gain a better understanding of what 
was actually happened with the apostles at Pentecost, saying that 
even today, Biblical passages challenge us to go forth and tell the 
world about the good news of Jesus.   

He also shares the importance of living the faithðnot being  a 
Catholic in name only, challenging them to ñown the name Christianò 
in a culture that often makes it difficult to do so.  

The retreat gave students the opportunity to work in small groups, 
brainstorming distractions that could lead them away from a relationship with God.  Afterward, they were 
asked to sit in contemplation in front of a picture of Jesus on the cross and to ñbring their thoughts, anger, 
confusion and troubles to God and simply have a conversation with Him.ò
